 Dimensions are equally weighted to create a 
single index value for each organizations

• Only 1 US NGB scores 
higher than FIFA (USA 
Track and Field)

• Much room for

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Detailed rankings by criteria
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Preliminary conclusions

 In general US NGBs are better governed than IFs

– Median score 62.0 to 46.3

 But don’t get too excited, a score of 62 is a D-

 Only one USOC NGB meets SGO minimum criteria 
of 75% - USATF (USA Track & Field)

 Much work remains

“It must be stressed that the SGO index reflects the presence of basic
criteria of good governance. Medium-size federations should be
expected to have an SGO index close to 75%, while large federations
should achieve a score higher than 75%.”
